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Materials and tools:

1. 6 gram Toho round seed beads 11/0 gold;

2. 11 gram Toho round seed beads 11/0 copper;

3. #11-12 beading needles;

4. Fireline thread 4-6 lb. test;

5. Scissors, task lamp, work surface.

Making the leaf:
Curly Leaf is made using St. Petersburg Chain stitch with one needle.

1. Thread a stop bead onto your thread and bring down to the end. Pass the thread back through the bead again, forming a loop around the bead, securing the bead in place. (Figure 1)

2. Pick up 4B, turn, and pass the needle through the first two beads B (two-bead square stitch). (Figure 1)

3. Pick up 4B, turn, and pass the needle through the upper beads of the square (beads #3 and #2) and through the first two beads B of this step (beads #5 and #6). (Figure 2)

4. Pick up 2B and pass the needle through the beads #5 and #6 making a loop. (Figure 3)
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5. Turn and go downward. Pick up 1A (bead #11) and pass through the beads ## 6 – 5 – 2. (Figure 4)

6. Turn and go upward. Pick up 1A and pass the needle through the beads #10 and #9. (Figure 5)

7. Pick up 4B, turn, and pass the needle through the first two B (beads #13 and #14). (Figure 6)

8. Repeat steps 5, 6 and 7 to get 11 sections. The last beads in sections are #9, #15, etc. Last time repeat only steps 5 and 6. (Figure 7)

9. Pick up 6A. The last bead will be common for both sides of the leaf. (Figure 7)

10. Turn and go downward. Pass through the latest 5 beads A, and then through two beads B and one bead A of the latest section. (Figure 7)

11. Start embellishing the outer edge of the leaf. Pick up 3A and pass the needle through the section bottom bead A. (Figure 7)

12. Repeat step 11 including the very first section. The needle comes out from the bead #12. (Figure 7)

13. Finish the first half of the leaf with making picot at the end. Pick up 1A and pass the needle through bead #1, the pick up 3A. (Figure 8)

14. Turn and go upward. Pass the needle through the second bead A from the end, pick up 1A and pass up all beads B, the needle comes out from the bead #7. (Figure 8)

15. The right side of the leaf is completed. Work another side the same way. Remember that when you completed sections you need to pick up only 5A because bead #6 on Figure 7 is common for both sides. After completing embellishment the needle comes out from the bead #4. 

16. Let’s weave veins. Turn and go upward, pass through all beads in that column, the needle comes out from bead A. (Figure 9)

17. To make the central vein, pick up approximately 25B, pass through bead #6 (shown on figure 7) and pick up 5-6 more beads B. (Figure 9)

18. Turn and go downward passing all just strung beads. At the end pass the needle through another bead A, turn and go upward. Pass through 4 beads B of the central vein. (Figure 9)

19. Turn and pick up 4A. Pass the needle through the next inner bead A, turn and pass through just strung beads A and through another bead B of the central vein. (Figure 9)

20. Turn, and pick up 4A. Pass the needle through the next inner bead A on another side of the leaf, turn and pass through just strung beads A and through two beads B of the central vein. (Figure 9)

21. Repeat steps 19-20 stringing several beads A to connect inner beads A to the central vein. (Figure 9)

22. Remove the stop bead by pulling it down the thread, away from your beadwork. Secure all threads, knot and trim.
